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Players
I will: 

remember that the aim of the game is to have fun and ÎÎ
improve my skills

be on timeÎÎ

treat opponents and team mates with respect at all ÎÎ
times (before, during and after the competition)

make sure I play safe and fair at all timesÎÎ

not shout out at players or referees in angerÎÎ

set a positive example for others, particularly  ÎÎ
younger athletes and spectators

think about how I play and not use  ÎÎ
unsuitable language

play by the rules and display sportsman like conductÎÎ

be a good sport and clap good play on both sidesÎÎ

always accept and respect the referee’s decisionÎÎ

take care of all propertyÎÎ

let a teacher or adult know if others are not following ÎÎ
these rules

not wear jewellery, unsuitable clothing or footwear ÎÎ
during any event

try to make sure all young players show respect at  ÎÎ

always respect the referee and thank them, other ÎÎ
helpers and opponents after the game

always consider the health, safety and welfare of  ÎÎ

make sure I praise all athletes from all sides ÎÎ

be confident in all my decisions ÎÎ

make sure the young players show respect for me ÎÎ
and each other 

speak to a teacher/adult if I have any problems ÎÎ

I will:
